Parent Partners  
 

The Awana club meeting, handbooks and activities are great ñtoolsò to add 
to your parentingò toolboxò as you guide your child(ren)ôs spiritual 
development.  But itôs hard to use a tool you donôt know much about!  
Therefore, an adult from each family enrolled in Awana will be scheduled to 
attend as a Parent Partner once every 4-6 weeks.   This helps us give 
clubbers some extra one-on-one adult attention and  gives you the 
opportunity to see what your children are learning  so that you can reinforce 
these Bible lessons and truths at home.  Please be faithful in keeping your 
Parent Partner commitment ï the clubbers and leaders will be counting on 
you!  If you find that yo u are unable to attend on your scheduled club night, 
you will need to find someone to fill in f or you ï a list of Parent Partner 
names and phone numbers will be available. 
 
Wear comfortable clothing with athletic shoes, and bring your Bible and a 
jacket or coat appropriate for outdoor game time in cool weather.   As a 
Parent Partner, these will be your main duties:   
 

¶ When you arrive, check-in on the Parent Partner bulletin board.  Make a name 
tag and pick up an instruction card and copy of the nightly schedule.   

¶ Participate in the club activities.  We encourage you to dress up on special days, 
join in the games and interactive lesson activities, and have a good time! 

¶ During game time, you will help the Awana leaders maintain safety and good 
discipline in the game area.  You will also assist in getting the kids prepared 
for the game, making sure they understand and are following the rules.  For 
Cubbies and Puggles, you can help supervise children on the playground. 

¶ During the lesson, sit among the children and help them listen and participate .  

¶ During handbook time in Sparks and T&T, you will listen to the clubbers recite 
the memory verses they have learned from their Awana handbooks, and 
check to see that they have completed all the activities for that section.  The 
director or leaders will help you know what to do, and there is information on 
the instruction card you will pick up at check in, and in the yellow Parent 
Partner folder.  You may also help the clubbers look up Bible verses, serve 
snacks or assist with Bible-based crafts, games, puzzles, coloring sheets, etc.

Puggles Club  
 

A ñpuggleò is a common term for a baby platypus, but in 
Awana, Puggles is an enriching program for two and 
younger 3-year-olds which teaches children that they are a 
unique creation of God, and that He loves them very much.  

Puggles parents, leaders and curriculum 
materials present these concepts through the 
four Puggles Precepts: 

¶ God made everything (Genesis 1:1, John 
1:3, Isaiah 42:5) 

¶ God saw that it was good (Genesis 1:10) 

¶ God is love (1 John 4:8) 

¶ Give thanks (Psalm 105:1) 
Puggles learn simple lessons through teaching 
cards, activities, music, play and more.  
Then parentsða Puggleôs first and best 
teacherðcan step in to reinforce the lessons with take-home cards that include 
ideas to point out Godôs work each day.  Puggles wear a blue t-shirt.   

 
 

Cubbies Club  
 

Cubbies is for preschool children who are no more than 
two years from entering kindergarten and are toilet -
trained.  Cubbiesô parents work directly with their 

children on 
the weekly 
handbook 
lessons as active participants in their 
childôs spiritual development.  Children 
learn key truths about God, Jesus, 
salvation and the Bible through 
memorizing shortened passages of 
Scripture as well as games and 
activities.  All Cubbies will work 
together on the same handbook section 
each week.  If your child is absent, he or 
she can make up the missed sections.  

As Cubbies clubbers progress through their handbook, they earn award patches 
to display on their  blue uniform vest.
